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A globe-trotting ABC News correspondent, Dave Marash of the Class of 1959 has received multiple Emmy Awards for his insightful and compassionate coverage of major events in the United States and abroad. A feature editor of the White Plains High School student newspaper, The Orange, and voted "Most Witty" by his classmates, Mr. Marash graduated from Williams College in 1964. For many years he was an investigative reporter and news anchor at local television stations in Washington and New York, winning seven local Emmy's and an Overseas Press Club Award for his 1972 CBS Radio reports on the terrorist attack at the Munich Olympic Games. As a correspondent for ABC News "20/20," Mr. Marash won a national Emmy award for his reporting on the Sandinista government in Nicaragua.
For the past decade Mr. Marash has contributed numerous stories, and often hosted, the popular "Nightline" program. Since 1992 Mr. Marash has filed a series of reports on the wars in the former Yugoslavia, including the province of Kosovo. His reporting on this subject has been highly acclaimed, winning another Emmy for Mr. Marash in 1994. Mr. Marash has also received Emmy Awards for his "Nightline" coverage of the Oklahoma City bombing and the explosion of TWA Flight 800.
Among the breaking stories Mr. Marash has filed are the Soufriere Hills volcanic eruptions on the island of Montserrat, the tactics of the tobacco industry's lawyers, and the suicide bombings in Tel Aviv. He has reported on topics as diverse as Texaco's despoliation of the environment of the Upper Amazon, the 100th anniversary of the Boston Marathon, Mark McGwire's 1998 record-breaking homerun season, the 70th anniversary of gospel legends, the Dixie Hummingbirds, and the controversial issue of immigration.
When he is not circling the globe, Mr. Marash lives in Bethesda, MD, with his wife, news producer, Kerry Smith Marash, and their children.
