As summer has finally arrived I would like to take a few moments to update and inform you on some of the things happening in the college planning process at White Plains High School. Despite the fact that college admission has become increasingly competitive our students continued to be accepted in large numbers to outstanding institutions. Good luck and best wishes to all of our terrific graduates. We will certainly miss you.

Construction of our new College and Career Center has begun. We hope to be up and running by the beginning of the new school year. The College and Career Center promises to be a wonderful resource for all of our students and parents. We are also beginning this summer the construction of a new guidance web page on the district web site. We will have more details in the fall regarding what will become an excellent source for guidance and school related news and information.

The College Board has updated their application to receive testing accommodations for the PSAT, SAT I&II and AP Exams. Students approved for testing accommodations on their IEP’s or 504 Plans must register with the College Board by completing an SSD application form. This is a one-time application that covers a student for all College Board exams while in high school. If you have already registered, you will not need to complete the new application form. If you need to register you can pick up an application form from Ms. Fatizzi in room C-144 or in the guidance offices throughout the summer. Please call if you have any questions about this.

Students can begin registering on-line for next year’s test dates by going to www.collegeboard.org or www.act.org for the ACT Exam. The first SAT test date will be on Saturday, October 11, 2003 and the regular registration deadline is September 9, 2003. The first ACT test date in New York will be on Saturday, October 25, 2003 and the regular registration deadline is September 19, 2003. The PSAT is scheduled for Saturday, October 18, 2003. Registration will take place at the high school during the last week of September.

In the area of PSAT, SAT and ACT preparation, I would like to update and announce to you several options that our school is supporting this summer:

· All slots in the PSAT/SAT Summer Enrichment prep program have been filled

· Our school subscribes to an online career and educational guidance resource known as the eGuidanceCenter. By going to www.eguidance.com and using our school site ID# (10000405) you can register and have free access to a variety of college, career and financial aid resources. In addition, we hold a limited number of keys that give 90-day access to a comprehensive online SAT prep feature on the website.
