This recognition will be noted through the acknowledgement system used for students who are getting”CAUGHT” making PAWS choices at our school.  The acknowledgement system recognizes positive behavior in the cafeteria, hallway, bathrooms, and during recess. Individual classroom norms and expectations are created as a whole community. Norms are based on the PAWS criteria and individualized to meet the needs of each classroom. This process creates a sense of ownership and encourages participation as a group. Displays of positive behavior and good decision making can help students earn individual PAWS stickers.  (Student stickers are showcased in school in the main hallway and acknowledged during morning announcements) For entire class incentives, PAWS coupons are given out when an entire classroom community displays positive behavior and decision making. 10 or more earned coupons can be traded in for whole class incentives.  (
The link between families and PBIS is an important one. When families are meaningfully involved in educational activities their children do better in schools. Families play an important part in their child's education and social development. The presence of parents in schools not only provides additional academic supports but also creates community and cultural connections. Please take this opportunity to talk to your child about the expectations at school and the importance of practicing these behaviors in school and at home.
